          The word “Advent” signifies the coming or arrival of someone or something important. In the Christian tradition, Advent is a celebration of the coming of Jesus, the Messiah as a 
baby in Bethlehem. Also, we eagerly look forward to Christ second coming to earth in glory and power. We celebrate advent the four Sundays before Christmas and also on Christmas Eve or 
Christmas Day. During Advent, we prepare our hearts for the celebration of Jesus’ birth, his first coming to earth.  During the weeks of Advent, we focus on hope, peace, joy, love, and Christ.  
     There are many variations to celebrating advent. ​Here’s a basic outline:  Light Candle/ Key Word/ Watch/ Read/ Talk/ Sing/ Pray.​ Presented here are some ideas to get your family 
started. At the dinner table before or after a meal may work well, or with a snack after. Keep it brief. Keep it fun. Let children participate fully in the lighting, reading, singing, praying, etc. 
Each week begins with lighting the candle for that week and the previous candles as well. When your Advent time is over, you can blow out the candles. Some people put the candles in an 
Advent wreath or special candle holder. It is also fine to keep it simple and use what you have on hand. 
     The videos and scripture listed are from ​The Bible Project’s Advent Devotional ​(also available on the YouVersion Bible App with videos and readings). The videos are geared towards older 
children and adults.  ​For younger children,​ read from a children’s Bible with pictures about Jesus’ birth. Each week focuses on a different aspect of the story, such as the prophets, angels, 
shepherds, wise men, and finally Joseph and Mary. Read the story to them, act it out, or “play” it together with action figures. Try singing the same song each week.
